The suricate is a small animal of about ten to fourteen inches that lives in the dry plains of southern Africa. It is a member of the mongoose family. Suricates live in social groups with as many as twenty-five members. As social animals, members have conventional (обусловленные) roles to play. While some suricates relax, others serve as sentries (часовой) for the group. They will give a shrill cry if they think a predator is near. When one suricate notices a shadow that could be a bird of prey, it gives the alarm, and they all run in haphazzard (случайный, бессистемный) ways to their burrows. They dig many burrows on the plots of land where they live. They feed on mice, lizards, insects and larvae. Every year, female suricates give birth to two or four offspring. The babies are blind and hairless. They live in the burrow for a month before coming out. Suricates do not make good domestic pets. Their have disruptive habits, such as spreading their scent around the house. Because they are group animals, they can also become very unhappy if in captivity alone. In contemporary times, many live in zoos where people can observe their burrows and the way they stand on their hind legs when serving as sentries.

Crater Lake is the deepest lake in the United States and the seventh deepest lake in the world. It has a depth of 1,943 feet. The lake partly fills a deep caldera (кратер вулканического происхождения) that was formed when a volcano called Mount Mazama collapsed around 7,700 years ago. A caldera means a basin or deep place formed by the explosion or collapse of a volcano. The waters of this lake are especially blue and free of pollutants because the lake has no inlets (залив, бухта). The water is replenished by rainfall and snow. A secchi disk is used to determine how clear water is. This is a disk that is like a cd. It is dropped into the water while connected by a rope. Scientists measure the depth of clarity by seeing how far the disk can be dropped while a person is still able to see its reflection. At Crater Lake, readings are in the high 20 to mid 30 meter range. This is very clear for any natural lake. These bright blue waters greatly enhance (совершенствовать) Crater Lake National Park which has beautiful surrounding woodlands also. Crater Lake is located in Klamath County which is in the southern part of Oregon. Klamath was named for the Klamath Indian tribe. They may have inhabited the region at the time when Mount Mazama collapsed. In their legends, the collapse was part of battle between the sky god and the god of the underworld. During the winter, the park gets over 500 inches of snow and entrance to the park is forbidden. The park service encourages visitors during the beautiful summer months.
