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ПРЕДИСЛОВИЕ


В настоящие время одной из основных отличительных особенностей изучения иностранного языка в вузе студентами неязыковых специальностей является их профессионально-ориентированный характер, отраженный в учебной цели и содержании обучения. Идет поиск наиболее эффективных методов и технологий организации учебного процесса. Особый акцент делается на организацию самостоятельной работы студента. Это вдвойне оправдано относительно изучения иностранного языка, т.к. специалисты говорят, что языку нельзя научить, а можно только научиться. УМК нового поколения, в отличии о традиционных, не имеют в своей структуре учебника как такового, а представляют собой сжатый банк информации с целевой программой действий, методическим руководством по достижению целей и различными формами самоконтроля знаний.


Данный УМК предназначается для студентов специальности 1-03 02 01 «Физическая культура и спорт». 


Целью УМК для данной специальности является способствование развитию у студентов навыков самостоятельной работы с профессионально-ориентированным материалом на иностранном языке для извлечения необходимой информации, активизации речевой практики.

Настоящий УМК создавался на принципах модульного похода и включает следующие элементы:
1. Учебный план.
2. Модули учебно-методического комплекса.

3. Приложения включающие в себя фонетический и грамматический справочник к каждому модулю, тексты для дополнительного чтения по специальности, ключи для самоконтроля.

Построение всех модулей данного УМК является единым и состоит из следующих компонентов:

· учебные элементы в каждом учебном блоке;

· модуль – резюме;

· модуль – контроль.

ВВЕДЕНИЕ
Согласно учебному плану по специальности 1-03 02 01 «Физкультура и спорт» изучение английского языка соответствует первому и второму этапу обучения, охватывает 1 и 2 семестры и рассчитан на 150 аудиторных часов.
Целью этих двух этапов является развитие и закрепление способностей студентов выражать свои мысли на иностранном языке адекватно намерению и коммуникативной ситуации, ввести студентов в область иноязычного профессионально-ориентированного общения.

Задачи:

· усвоить различия между устной и письменной формами коммуникаций;

· овладеть основными механизмами построения сложных и производственных слов, словосочетаний, всех типов предложений и различными видами текстов в устной и письменной формах коммуникаций;

· усвоить основные языковые формы и речевые формулы, служащие для выражения определенных видов намерений, оценок, отношений и т.д.;

· понимать прочитанный на английском языке текст на тему, изучаемую в рамках курса, уметь поддержать беседу по ней;

· усвоить около 500 лексических единиц терминологии по специальности.

Учебная программа построена на принципе блочно-модульного подхода, что предполагает тематическое чтение материала, текущий контроль за качеством овладения материалом, акцентирование внимания на вопросах, вызывающих у студентов особые сложности, максимальную поддержку и помощь в процессе освоения материала.
УМК представляет следующие возможности и условия для обеспечения самостоятельной работы студентов:

· дается программа действий для самостоятельной работы студентов;

· осуществляется ориентация в материале курса в целом и в каждой его части;

· обеспечивается завершенность и этапность обучения;

· обеспечивается возможность постоянного и систематического контроля за качеством знаний и умений, приобретаемых студентом;

· вырабатываются навыки рациональной организации учебного процесса;

· осуществляется индивидуализация обучения.

В структуру данного УМК включены семь модулей, которые организованы по тематическому принципу. Тематика и характер учебного материала, представленного в УМК, обеспечивает формирование у студентов профессионального словаря, а также навыков чтения и говорения в рамках профессиональной тематики, тренировку фонетических и грамматических навыков по теме.

Каждый модуль состоит из учебных блоков, охватывающих все виды речевой деятельности:

· введение в модуль (Entry Test);
· грамматику (Grammar Target);
· практику в коммуникативной разговорной деятельности (Practice in Communication);
· фонетическую отработку чтения профессионально-ориентированного текста по программе (Focus on Reading) и лексических единиц по теме;
· обучение устному высказыванию по прочитанному тексту в рамках заданной программой темы (Speech Drills);
· суммирование пройденного материала, отраженное в модуле-резюме (Summary);
· контроль за овладением изученного материала в модуль – контроле (Progress Test).
Каждый модуль предваряет интегрирующая цель: «Вы должны знать» и «Вы должны уметь», определяющая задачи каждого учебного элемента конкретного учебного блока.

Sir and Madame are mostly used when speaking to the customers. You'd better use officer — addressing a policeman, Your Majesty addressing a King or a Queen, Ladies and Gentlemen addressing a group of people.

In fact people in the English speaking countries prefer calling each other by the first name: Peter, Ann, etc.

The Belorussian State University

The Belorussian State University is a centre of culture and science, the major higher educational establishment in the Republic of Belarus. It is the oldest University in our Republic. It was founded in 1921 and 1,010 workers and peasants were admitted to its two faculties.


The republic's first University rapidly grew and developed and in the pre-war period a number of independent higher schools for medicine, pedagogic, national economy appeared on its basis.


During the Great Patriotic War the University was razed to the ground by the Nazi invaders. In the post-war years the University was quickly restored and in a short period of time it turned into one of the largest institutions of higher education of the country.


At present the University has  975 students, 125 Depart​ments (chairs), 1441 teaching staff, including 211 full Professors, 935 Associate Professors and Doctors.


There are 13 faculties at the University at present: Physics, Mathematics, Applied Mathematics, Chemistry, Geography, Biology, Philology, Journalism, History, Economy, Law, International Relations which train specialists in 17 professions and 50 specializations. It has day and correspondence departments where thousands of students study. They attend lectures and seminars. All the students study foreign languages. Students' practical work is given much attention to.


The University course lasts five years. An academic year is divided into two terms, each ending in an examination session. Those who pass the exams successfully get a scholarship.


The students of the University can do any sport and any recreational activity.


A lot of students carry out research work in various laboratories which are equipped with up-to-date devices.


Every year hundreds of young specialists begin working in different branches of national economy, science, education, in mass media, prosecutor's offices and courts.


In 1967 the Belorussian State University was awarded the Order of the Red Banner of Labour for its contribution to the development of science and academic training.


The Belorussian State University is a major world University centre, a member of the International Universities Association. At present the BSU has links with over 100 higher educational establishments and research centers of the world. The University participates in a number of international projects like TEMPUS, INTAS, COPERNIC US; ASE.


Its seventy-fifth anniversary the University celebrated as an internationally recognized classical university integrating essential features of the educational, scientific and cultural centre. The staff is proud of the University traditions and achievements but at the same time it realizes the necessity of serious reforms aimed at preserving the accumulated intellectual potential and promoting progressive development of the Belorussian University in future.

The Republic of Belarus has a well-coordinated system of training sports specialists.
The Belarusian State Academy of Physical Culture in Minsk is the major higher education institution in the field of sports in the country.
The Academy has a glorious history. It began in 1937 when the Byelorussian Physical Training Technical School became the State Institute of Physical Culture. In 1992 the institute was reorganized into the Academy of Physical Education and Sports .
At present like any other modem university the Belarusian State Academy of Physical Culture plays a triple role1. It ensures the transfer of knowledge between the generations2; it contributes to the creation of new knowledge by scientific research and it trains specialists of sports and healthy lifestyle for the community3. A considerable number of prominent individuals like Mikhail Krivonosov, Helen Belova, Romuald Klim, Vladimir Kaminsky determined the image of the Academy. Their contribution to the successes of Belarusian sports was significant and acknowledged.
The admission requirements to the Academy are rather high. An applicant must complete the eleven year school, have a high sports ranking and successfully pass entrance examinations and sports proficiency tests.
The Academy has 24 chairs and three faculties: two Sports Faculties and the Faculty of Remedial and Health Oriented Physical Training and Tourism. Every faculty is headed by a dean. Day-to-day running of the Academy is in the hands of a rector4' The Academic Council and the Faculty Boards determine the main features of the training policy. The academic staff numbers over 300 lecturers. About 3500 thousand students and postgraduates study at the Academy. The academic year is divided into two semesters with the first running from the first of September to the end of January and 5with the second starting mid-February and ending at the end of June. Students must take credit tests and examinations at the end of each semester.
The curriculum is rather versatile. Students take general courses in philosophy, history of Belarus, foreign languages, world and national culture, etc; science courses in physiology, sports medicine, anatomy, biochemistry; professional courses in sports psychology, pedagogics, methods of physical training, biomechanics, etc. In addition to their major disciplines students may take optional courses in sports massage and computer operating. Most students are

active athletes and have training practice once or twice a day where they improve their fitness and acquire professional skills in chosen sport.
The course of study lasts five years for the day-time students and six years for the correspondence students. During the course of study the students have educational and organizational practice at schools, sports clubs, industrial enterprises, etc. The students and lecturers have at their disposal6 modern sports facilities for training and recreation: a new track-and-field stadium, numerous gyms, a football field, a tennis court, sports grounds. All students are provided with free education, library and sports facilities. A lot of students live at a hostel. The students who demonstrate good knowledge get grants.
To graduate from the Academy students pass state examinations (finals).

1. "Sport" is uncountable when used in a general, collec​tive sense, as in the title of this article, and therefore has no plu​ral form. Other examples are:
a)   Sport in Britain/the  Soviet Union   (title  of  a composition, article, talk, etc.).
b)  Sport helps to make you strong and healthy.
c)  Do you like sport?
d)   I'm not very keen on sport.
e)  1 enjoy watching sport on television.
There is a Minister for Sport in Britain.
"Sport"  tends to imply  a  fairly  serious  approach,  and  is  the
usual word in connection with professionals, and other people
who   train   systematically,   enter   competitions,   etc.   It   is   less
often used with reference to a leisure activity, recreation. Here
"games"  is  generally  preferred,  as  in  the  sentence:   "Do  you
play (any) games?"
"Games"  does  not  of  course  include  all  forms  of  sport,  but
it  does  include most  of  those which  are traditionally  popular
as leisure activities in Britain  (see part II, to be published in
No. 4, 1979). For this reason the expression "go in for sport",
although it occurs,  is much  less often used than заниматься
спортом.
"Go in for  (smth.)" also implies  a more serious and  systematic    activity than is    sometimes    meant by заниматься.  It is
less general in application, more specific. However, there is no
alternative verb or verbal expression which is widely used with
"sport" in this general sense.
As already mentioned, sport tends to be avoided when  speaking  of    recreation.    English    people    generally    use    "play",
either  with  "games"   ("play  games",  as  illustrated  above)   or
with the name of the game ("play football").
Thus "go in for sport"   (not "sports")   is often  the only  way
of  translating  заниматься  спортом,  but  in  practice  it  occurs
comparatively seldom.

Note, however, that these words are less often used than спортсмен/спортсменка. Instead we find:
player — in any game gymnast — in gymnastics athlete — in athletics competitor — in competitions. In addition, "sportsman" may be used to mean a  person  who  plays  fairly,  who  is  willing  to take risks,  and  who is not  downhearted  if he loses.  For  example,  "He's  a   good  sportsman" usually,   although     not   necessarily,     has" this meaning,   and   does   not  therefore   always   cor​respond to Он хороший спортсмен. Here   are   some   more words     and   expressions with "sports":
sports-ground, sports field
a place where games are played. Not  generally  used  with  reference  to  schools. Here  "playing-field"  is  the    traditional    term. "Games field" also occurs.
sports competition sports club sports news
in newspapers, on radio and television. sports results sports page
in a newspaper. sports editor
sports correspondent/commentator sports program
on radio or television. sports day
a   synonym   of   "sports"^    in   the   sense   of
спортивный  праздник,  a's mentioned   above.
e. g. a) It's sports day tomorrow.
b) I hope you'll come to our sports day.
sports shop — спортивные товары
a shop selling sportswear and sports equipment.
sportswear
an uncountable noun which denotes not on​ly clothes for sport, but any casual clothes (спортивная одежда), for example, clothes for the beach. A sports-jacket is not for sport, but simply a casual jacket (пиджак, not куртка) as opposed to a suit jacket.
5. "Sporting" is used instead of "sports" in some
expressions, particularly:
sporting event
sporting paper
newspaper devoted entirely to sport.
It  may  also  replace   "sports"  in  some  of  the
expressions already listed, for example:
sports/sporting competition
sports/sporting news.
"Sporting"   is  also  used   to  mean  "willing  to
take    a    risk    of losing,    involving    a risk of
losing" (A. Hornby).
e. g. That's very sporting of you (to someone who gives you an advantage over him​self).
In this   sense   "sporting"   is   not   confined to sport. game(s)
"Game" has a narrower meaning than "sport", and does not apply to gymnastics, athletics, swimming, etc. We can call these sports, but not games.
However, the word "game" is much more common than игра, and is also used in many cases where "sport" might seem more appro​priate to a Russian speaker. As mentioned above, "game" is often preferred to "sport" when the activity is simply a form of recreation, not taken seriously enough to train systematically, enter competitions, etc.
e. g. a) Do you play (any) games?
Note that this is much more common .than "Do
you  go in  for sport?"   (see No.  1   above).
b)  My favorite game is football.
c)   He's very good at games.
"Games" as a collective term is widely used in English schools, sometimes in contrast to "gymnastics".
e. g. I like games but I'm not very keen on gym. School children have two types of physical education lessons: gym ( — gymnastics) les​sons and games lessons. Gym is considered to be important for general physical fitness, but traditionally the main emphasis is on games, especially team games.
Team games for boys are football or rugby in . winter and cricket and/or tennis in summer. Team  games for girls  are hockey  and/or net-ball in winter  and  tennis  and/or  rounder  in summer.   (These  games  are described  in part II.)
Athletics (in’ the summer term) and swimming, lie outside the categories of  gym and games, and are spoken of separately. "Games" is used in the expressions: games field
a large, grass-covered area for games next to a school.
However,   "playing-field"  is  more  common  in -   this sense. "Sports field" is occasionally used. (gym and) games teacher/master/mistress games lesson games equipment games captain
a pupil elected by the form to help the games
teacher to get out and put away the games
equipment, arrange the form in teams, etc.
There is  also  a school games  captain,  for
the whole school, who arranges matches, etc.
This emphasis on games, especially team games,
rather than other forms of sport, continues, to
some extent, at college and university, although
there is more variety there,  and in later life.
Gymnastics will be discussed with other sports
(see part II).
'"Games" also occurs in the proper name "Olympic Games", but here the word has a slightly different meaning, that of "athletic contest". It is a specific use of the plural form in a singular sense similar to that of "sports" mentioned above (school sports). Note that "games" may be omitted in non-formal style, in which case an "s" is added to "Olympic".
j,-        e. g. a) The  1980 Olympics   will   be   held   in
Moscow.
b) I watched   the   winter    Olympics    on television.
physical education/culture/training "Physical education" is the official collective term for all forms of physical activity taught in schools: gymnastics, athletics, games, swim​ming. This term is confined to formal situa​tions, but P. E. is used in conversation in some schools.
"Physical culture" and "physical training" have a similar meaning, but are less often used.
11. sports popular in britain and other countries.
1. Football
The full name is "Association Football", that is, football played according to the rules of the Football Association (FA). However, this ' name is used only in official contexts, where it is necessary to distinguish it from Rugby football (see No. 2 below). In everyday speech and writing simply "football" is used, or, in contrast to Rugby, "soccer". Football is one of the most   popular    games,
perhaps the most popular. The football season
in  Britain   starts  in  the  early     autumn,   and
lasts until the  late spring.  Most matches  are
played on Saturday afternoons.
Here1 are    some  expressions    connected    with
football which often occur in conversation and
writing:
The FA League
an association of all the professional clubs, which are arranged in divisions (the first/second/third/fourth division, the first being the top one) according to their results in the previous season, and play matches against other teams in their division. The team with the best results throughout the season becomes top of the League. The FA Cup
a cup awarded to the team who wins the competition organized by the Football Association. It is a knock-out competition, that is, it consists of a series of rounds, in which the losers are eliminated (knocked out) and the winners go on to the next round, until the final, when there are only two teams left. The day of the Cup Final, or Cup Final day, always a Saturday in the spring, is a great day for football fans, and even those who do not usually take much interest in football often become in​fected with the general excitement. The match is held at Wembley Stadium, in London, and the Cup is presented by the Queen. The World Cup
a cup awarded to   the   winner   of   the in​ternational football competition. The (football) pools
are a form of betting based on the results of football league matches. One fills in a form, or coupon, predicting the results of the coming Saturday's matches, and sends it off, with a small sum of money (called a stake). Money prizes, called dividends, are paid to those who send in correct, or the most nearly correct, forecasts. As little or no skill is involved in forecasting the results, but simply guess-work, it is in effect rather like a lottery. "(Football) pools" (always plural) is used in such sentences as:
a)  John's father does the (football) pools every week, but he never wins anything.
b)  A lot of people dream about what they would do if they won the (football) pools.
2. Rugby (football)
Rugby may now be written with a capital or a small letter. As most people know, rugby, or rugby football, as it is called in full, is de​rived from "ordinary" football. As the game was invented, or reinvented, at Rugby School, which is a public school, it is traditionally played at public schools and other secondary schools which are considered superior in some way (e. g. many grammar schools). This means that rugby is generally considered to be socially superior to soccer. There are two types of rugby: Rugby Union
the original version, with a team of 15, and
played only by amateurs. Rugby League
introduced   later   and   especially  popular   in
the north of England. It has a team of 13 • and  is played  also  by  professionals,  which
means   that   it   is   considered   to   be  socially
inferior to Rugby Union.
"Ruggeri" is widely used in colloquial English instead of "rugby (football)".
3. Hockey
It may come as a surprise to many Russian readers that in England hockey is primarily a women's or girls' game, played on a field. The full name is "field hockey" (травяной хоккей), but this is rarely used, because in practice "hockey" means field hockey. "Ice-hockey" is always given its full name, and so there is no confusion.' Men also play (field) hockey, which is then called "men's hockey", and the game is then faster and rougher, but it is not generally popular with men. Many girls play hockey at school, although not many keep it up afterwards, and therefore the word "hockey" to an English person evokes a picture of schoolgirls on a playing-field. "Ice-hockey" is played in England, by men, but it is a minority sport. The main reason for this is that the climate is too mild to allow skating out of doors, except in rare cases, and not everyone, even in a large town, has an ice rink near his home.
Russian speakers should remember always to use the full name "ice-hockey" when talking to English people, since otherwise the latter will assume that it is field hockey. English peo​ple are not usually familiar with the rules of ice-hockey, nor do they know that there are two kinds, one played with a ball and one with a puck (шайба). The latter type is slightly better known, but the word "puck" is rare​ly used, since few people discuss ice-hockey.
4. Net-ball, basket-ball, volley-ball
Net-ball and basket-ball are basically the same game. The ball has to be thrown into a net or basket fixed to a post. Net-ball is played by schoolgirls in England, but basket-ball is hard​ly played at all, and most people do not even know what sort of game it is. Volley-ball is as little known as basket-ball; many people do not know how it is played.
5. Grounders
This is a girls' or children's game, on the same principle as base-ball, which is very popular in the United States, but practically unknown in Britain. It is played on a field by two teams, with a bat and a small hard ball. A point, called a rounder (hence the name of the game), is scored each time a player hits the ball far enough to run round four posts, or bases, before the ball is returned.
Base-ball, the American version, is played by men, and is a faster, rougher game.
6. Cricket
Cricket is almost as popular in the summer as football is in the winter. Many boys play cricket at school, and some continue to play after they leave school, in amateur cricket clubs. Cricket is also a popular spectator sport,  although  its  popularity has  declined  to some extent in recent years. It is a very complicated game, which foreigners generally    find     baffling.    It is impossible to describe briefly, and in any case a description without illustration   (that is, watching a  game in progress) is unlikely to give a clear idea. Cricket is played by two teams of eleven play​ers dressed in white (white trousers, shirt and sweater)  on  a large field.  It is a slow game, and may last  an afternoon,  as in the case of most   amateur  matches,    or  several    days,   as with professional matches (see below). There  are  two  types    of  professional    cricket match:   a  county match  and  a  test-match. County matches are those played between teams representing    the  different    counties,   and  last for  three  days  each     (from     11.30    a.  m.  to 6.30 p. m., with breaks for lunch and tea). In these matches the county teams compete in the County Cricket Championship, the winner being the county with  the highest number of points/-**? at the end of the season.
Test-matches are international matches played against those other countries where cricket is popular: Australia, New Zealand, India, Paki​stan, and the West Indies. Each summer one of these countries sends a team to England, and each winter an England team tours one of these countries. Test-matches last five days and there are five matches in a series. Which​ever team wins three or more of the matches wins the series. "Test" is often used instead of "test-match".
e. g. a) The first test starts tomorrow.
b) He's watching/listening to the test (meaning listening to the test-match on the radio, or watching it on televi​sion).
The MCC, the Marylebone  Cricket
Club,   in   London,   is   the   governing   body   of
English cricket.
Lord's  and    The    Oval    are    the  two  cricket
grounds in London. The final test is traditionally
played at Lord's.
Cricket   ['krikit]   should   not   be  confused  with
croquet     ['kroukei]     (крокет),  which  is  rarely   
played nowadays.
7. Tennis
Tennis is a very popular game in England in the summer, both at school and later, with men and women. Some people join a tennis club with its own courts, others play in parks, where courts can be hired by the hour.
The full name is "lawn tennis", but this is used only in official language. Originally tennis was always played on grass courts (hence the name "lawn tennis"). Later, however, hard courts (courts covered with asphalt or some other hard substance) were introduced in those places where the courts were in constant use and grass was therefore impracticable.
The Lawn Tennis Association (LTA) is the gov​erning body of English tennis. The Wimbledon Open Championships, held every summer  at  Wimbledon,   in   south   London,   are international   championships,   and   are  followed with great interest by many people. Table tennis is a popular indoor sport, particu​larly in youth clubs. Its name is never  abbre​viated to "tennis". Tennis and table tennis are considered to be quite separate games, although based on the same principle. The alternative name "ping-pong" exists, but is not often used.
8. Golf
Golf is a fairly popular game with adults, men and women (though more men than women), mainly middle-aged, middle class. It is a leisurely game, and is described by A. S. Hornby as fol​lows : "... game played by two or four persons with small, hard balls, driven with golf-clubs into a series of 9 or 18 holes on smooth greens (flat areas of short grass, like a lawn) over a stretch of land called a golf-course or a golf-links."
A golf-course looks like a park, except for the greens arranged at intervals, with a small hole
* Conclusion. For the beginning see issue No. 2, 1979. in the centre of each. There are public golf-courses and private golf clubs with their own course. Some men join such clubs in order to make social contacts with influential people. Note that "golf club" with a hyphen means a stick with a thick curved end used for hitting the ball, whereas without a hyphen it means a society of people who play golf.
9. Bowls, Bowling
Bowls and bowling are quite different games. Bowls is a slow, quiet game played on a bowl​ing-green, that is, an area of short, smooth grass, by middle-aged or elderly men. It is translated as шары.
Bowling is an indoor game and often very noisy. It is played mainly by young people in a bowl​ing-alley, that is, a special hall equipped for bowling. Its full name is tenpin bowling, and it is a modern version of skittles or ninepins. It has become rather popular in some places, and some suburban cinemas which no longer paid have been converted into bowling-alleys. "Bowling" is translated as игра в кегли.
10. Gymnastics
Everyone does gymnastics, at school (see Part I), in the gymnasium. ("Sports hall" is not used.) Both "gymnastics" and "gymnasium" are usually abbreviated to "gym", the meaning of which is determined by the context.
c. g. a) We do gym (= gymnastics)  at school.
b)   I like gym (= gymnastics).
c)   Go into the gym ( = gymnasium).
"Gym" is used in the following expressions-gym lesson
gym   (and  games)   teacher/master/mistress
gym shoes
sometimes called plimsolls. Light, rubber-soled shoes for gym
gym things
clothes for gym, including gym shoes. Only used in schools
gym bag for gym things, in schools
gym-slip
sort of pinafore-dress (сарафан) worn with a blouse by the younger girls in some schools as uniform. It was originally intended for gym. Skirts are now replacing gym-slips.
Not many people continue to do gymnastics after they leave school, although some girls and women go to keep-fit classes, where they do simple exercises in order to keep fit (or remain in good health) and, for some women more important, to keep slim. "Class" may be omitted in such sentences as:
a)   I go to keep-fit every Friday.
b)   I do keep-fit.
When    talking   about   professional   gymnastics (competitions, etc.) most English people simply  say   "gymnastics".   "Calisthenics"   is   American English.
11. Athletics
"Light athletics" is sometimes used instead of simply "athletics" (легкая атлетика). However, "light" is not essential, because there is no heavy athletics. Тяжелая атлетика is translated as "weight-lifting".
"Track" and "field" are used to distinguish between activities such as running and races, which take place on a track, and those such as jumping and throwing the discus, which take place on a field.
c. g. Britain succeeded on the track but lost points heavily in the field (speaking of an in​ternational competition).
"Track/field event" is used in such sentences as:
a)   The track events will be held on Monday.
b)   The    Soviet    Union won most of  the field events.
Strictly speaking, "event" means a single contest (соревнование) in a competition or champion​ship, a part.
e. g. The first event was the men's hundred meters.
However, "track/field events" is also used in a wider sense, to mean the activities them​selves.
e. g. I'm very keen on athletics, especially track events.
"Track-and-field events" as a collective expres​sion is not usual, at least in Britain. When both types are included, "(light) athletics" is used. School    children  often  do  athletics  instead  of gymnastics in the    summer    term,    and  some continue after they leave school. Here are the names of some of the most well-known types of athletics and athletic events:
sprinting — running short distances at speed — бег на короткие дистанции sprint — a race of this type — соревнование на короткие дистанции, спринт long-distance running — бег на длинные дистан​ции
long-distance race hurdle-racing — барьерный бег hurdle-race, or hurdles
e. g. Jones won the (men's) hurdle-race. Jones won the (men's) hurdles.
relay-racing — бег с эстафетой
relay (-race) — эстафета
e. g. France won the women's relay(-race).
high jump — прыжок в высоту long jump — прыжок в длину pole vault — прыжок с шестом throwing   the   discus/hammer/javelin — метание диска/молота/копья putting the shot — толкание ядра In the case of races, the distance is often spe​cified, and the word "race" omitted. e. g. a) Williams won the hundred meters.
b) The two hundred Kretre(s) hurdles was won by Dixon.
12.   Boxing,  Wrestling,  Judo
Boxing is fairly popular in Britain, mainly as a spectator sport. Wrestling is less popular. Judo has become rather popular in recent years as a recreation, especially among young people. It is defined by A. S. Hornby as: "... the Japanese art of wrestling and self-defense in which the opponent's own weight and strength are used against him." It is not a spectator sport.
13. Swimming
Swimming is popular in Britain and most people learn to swim at school. As most schools do not have a swimming-pool, the children go to the local swimming-baths.
The difference between "swimming-pool" and "swimming-baths" is as follows: A swimming-pool is generally one which belongs to a particular house, club, school or other in​stitution. It may be indoors or outdoors, although in Britain the climate is not really suitable for outdoor pools.
A swimming-bath(s) is not attached to a parti​cular house or institution, but is built and run by the local authority, and is open to the public. 'Public baths" is also used in this sense. The word "bath(s)" is used because in the same building there are also facilities for -having a bath, although they are now less important than the swimming facilities. (It is therefore бассейн and баня combined.) The plural form "baths" is usual even in a singular sense.
e. g. There's a swimming-public baths near us.
If the local authority has a place for swimming only, especially if it is out of doors, it is called a swimming-pool, not baths. Therefore a swim​ming-pool may be open to the public. In England most people swim either at a swimming-baths or in the sea, which is never much more than 150 kilometers away. There are not many lakes in England, and the rivers are often too swiftly flowing for swimming, or have steep banks. The most common strokes in swimming are:
breast-stroke
backstroke
side-stroke

crawl butterfly
The verbs "do" and "swim" are used with the names of strokes.
e. g. a)  I can do the breast-stroke/crawl.
b) She   can   do/swim   a   hundred   meters breast-stroke/crawl.
"Swimming sports" or sometimes "swimming gala" is used of competitions consisting of many swimming and diving events.
e. g. David's taking part/competing in the swimming sports/gala.
14. Rowing, Boating
"Rowing" (гребной спорт, гребля) is popular mainly at universities, especially at Oxford and Cambridge. However, even those with no parti​cular interest in rowing like to know the result of the Boat Race, which is held every year on the Thames between crews representing Oxford and Cambridge universities. A series of rowing competitions is called a regatta. The most well known is the Henley Regatta, an annual amateur event held at Henley, on the Thames, and in which teams from other countries take part. Henley is an attractive summer resort and the regatta is a fashionable occasion.
Although the sport is called rowing, the boats used are not called rowing boats, but simply boats, or eights, since boats for eight people are the usual type. (Rowing boats are not for racing, but simply for traveling by water, or fishing). A club for rowing is called a boat dub.
Boating is not a sport, but simply a recreation. For example, there is often a boating pool in parks, with a boat-house, where one can hire boats by the hour.
15. Yachting,2 Sailing
"Yachting" and "sailing" (парусный спорт) are synonyms. "Sailing" has been the usual word since the sport became less exclusive and more professional. Formerly yachting was only for the rich, who owned their own yachts and were members of a yacht club. Recently, however, various kinds of simpler and therefore cheaper boats have appeared, sailing clubs have been started, where boats are available for the use of members, and the sport has become less exclusive. However, "yacht club" is still used with reference to the exclusive type of club, in contrast to "sailing club".
A series of yacht races is also called a regatta, as in rowing. The most well-known yachting regatta is called Cowes Week. Cowes is a small town on the Isle of Wight, opposite Southampton, "'• and a world-famous yachting centre.
16.   (Horse)   Riding
English people are very fond of horses on the whole, but horse riding (верховая езда) is an expensive sport, at least for townspeople, and therefore confined to a minority. It is considered to be an aristocratic sport. "Riding" alone is generally used, even when horses have not been mentioned previously.
c. g. a)  She's very fond of riding, b) She often goes riding.
17.  (Horse-) Racing
Horse-racing (скачки) is important mainly as a spectator sport and because of the betting which is associated with it. Racing takes place at a racecourse, which holds
race-meetings, that is, a  series of races lasting
several days each.  Racing is of two kinds: flat
racing and steeple chasing.
Flat racing is simply riding round the course.
Steeple chasing    involves    not only riding, but
jumping over obstacles such as fences, hedges,
ditches, water-jumps.
Betting takes place on and off the course. On
the course people can  place their bets with  a
book-maker. Off-course betting used to be illegal,
but in 1961 licensed betting shops were opened,
where people can bet on horses without going
to the course.
Even people who do not usually bet on horses
often make a small bet on the two most famous
races:
The    Derby — a    flat    race,    held    at    Epsom
Racecourse.
The   Grand  National — a  steeplechase,   held   at
Don caster.
Ascot  racecourse  is  near  London,   and   in  the
early    summer  it  holds  a  race-meeting  called
Royal Ascot, so called because members of the
royal family traditionally attend it. Many people
go there not so much to watch the races as to
be seen at this fashionable occasion in their best
clothes, and some women have very striking hats
specially made for Ascot.
"Races" is used with reference to horse-racing
in such sentences as:
a)   They often go to the races.
b)   He's at the races.
Here "horse" is not necessary. With "racing", however, "horse" must be included, unless it is implied by the context. Otherwise it may be confused with other kinds of racing, for example motor racing or motor-cycle racing (see No. 19 below).
18. Hunting, Shooting and Fishing
These three sports are often spoken of together, since they are the traditional recreations of country people, and townspeople with country estates (especially the aristocracy). Note that "hunting" in English practically always denotes fox-hunting, that is, hunting foxes on horseback with a pack of hounds (fox​hounds), who kill the fox. No guns are used in hunting.
"Shooting" is used to mean killing birds and other game (дичь) with a gun, on foot. Fishing is not confined to country people and those with country estates, except for a few kinds like salmon-fishing. "Fishing" may mean with a net or with a hook and line. "Angling", "to angle" are sometimes used instead of "fishing", "to fish" with a hook and line only, not a net. A person who fishes in this way may be called an angler. "Angle" and its derivatives are used when the sport is taken seriously.
19. Greyhound Racing
Greyhound racing, or dog racing (colloq.), was introduced as a sort of working-man's horse-racing, and used to be extremely popular in working-class districts. However, its popularity has declined in recent years. Greyhound racing takes place at a greyhound track, or dog track. The dogs are made to race by chasing a mechanical hare which moves along a rail in front of them.

20. Motor Racing, Motor-Cycle Racing
These are both fairly popular spectator sports.
21, Cycling, Cycle Racing
Cycling in Britain is mainly recreational, and not competitive. However, there are some cycle races.
22. Skiing and Skating
Skiing and skating are winter sports. Except for skating at indoor ice rinks, winter sports are not possible in England because of the mild winters. (Snow falls only once or twice during an average winter, and generally melts after a day or two; the temperature rarely drops below freezing, except for a few degrees at night sometimes.)
: Skiing is possible from the climatic point of view in Scotland, but it is not traditional there. It has recently been introduced in order to attract tourists in the winter, but is still not •widespread. Most people who want to ski go abroad — to France, Switzerland, Austria — and skiing is therefore a minority sport. Russian speakers should bear in mind that "skiing" to an English person means skiing down mountain slopes (горнолыжный спорт). The expression "mountain skiing" may exist, but in practice it is not heard, because in England and many other West European countries there is no need for it. It could be used as a translation of горнолыжный спорт, since in this country one needs to distinguish this type from "ordinary" skiing. The type of skiing which is traditional in Russia is unfamiliar to most English people. However, those who watched the Winter Olympics on television have seen it, and have heard it called Nordic skiing, that is, skiing as practiced by Nordic, or northern peoples. Those who did not follow the Winter Olympics, but have seen this type of skiing when visiting this country, usually call it cross-country skiing, and describe it, for example, as follows: "... not skiing down slopes, but more like walking or running on skis. The skis are narrower and lighter than ordinary skis, and fastened to the boot only at the toe."
In the Soviet Union, however, this type of skiing can be called simply skiing, since here it is the usual type. "Ski, skiing" are used in such sentences as:
a)  Can you ski?
b)  He skis very well.  (However, "He's a good skier" is more common.)
c)  I can't ski downhill/down hills.
d)  I  skied    along the path until  I came to a clearing.
e)  I'm very fond of skiing.
f)  I go skiing    nearly    every    Sunday in the winter.
g)  — What did you do at the week-end? — Went skiing.
Note that "go on skis" is not used, except in such sentences as: He went there on skis (mean​ing "How did he go there?"). More usual would be:  He skied there, Here  are    some    expressions    connected  with skiing:

ski-boots
ski-tracks (always plural) — лыжня
ski-run
a downhill track for skiing ski-jump — трамплин ski-jumper
ski-jumping — прыжки с трамплина на лыжах ski race

a race on skis, either downhill or cross-country ' slalom
a  downhill  ski  race  along  a  zigzag  course
marked out by poles, or zigzagging between
trees.
"Slalom" is only a noun, not an adjective. Слаломные   лыжи are simply "skis", and слалом used    in the sense of горнолыжный спорт is "skiing".
There seems to be no equivalent for лыжная ба​за but it can be translated as "ski (ing) base/station",
23. Skating
With    reference to skating    not    simply as a recreation, but as  a sport   (amateur or professional), the expression "ice-skating" is generally used. One reason for this may be to distinguish it from roller-skating. Thus newspaper articles about this sport are headed "Ice-Skating" and it is used in the names of championships, for
example "The World Junior Ice-Skating Championships". In such cases ice-skating corresponds to фигурное катание. "Figure-skating"    sometimes    occurs, but  does not appear to be widely used, and is not given
in any of the three English dictionaries consulted. "Figure"   alone,   with   reference  to   skating,   is
defined in the Concise Oxford    Dictionary as "movement, series of movements, beginning and ending at centre" and by Chambers as "a series of steps or movements in a dance or in skating". It occurs in this sense in newspaper    articles about ice-skating. Ice-skating     competitions      or    championships usually include the following events:
compulsory    programmer-portion, or compulsory
figures
tree-skating event, or free skating
(ice-)  dance event,_ or ice-dance/ice dancing
The use of these expressions can be illustrated by the following  (adapted)   quotation from an " English    newspaper    about    the World Junior Championships: 
"Barbara Under bill and Paul Martini (Canada) made several errors in the compulsory portion and Barbara left the ice in tears ... . However, in the free skating they demonstrated powerful lifts ... . <...> Kira Ivanova (USSR) maintained first place in the girls' ice-dance event." Speed skating — скоростной бег на коньках. "Skate, skating" are used in such sentences as:

A special place for skating is called an ice-rink, or, less often, a skating-rink. In England they are always indoors. There are comparatively few ice-rinks; for example, London has only two and Birmingham one. Many smaller towns have none.

SPORTSMEN AND TEAMS

As mentioned at the beginning    of this article (see Part I, No. 4), "sportsman/woman" is used less often than  спортсмен(ка). Instead English people use "player", in the case of games, or words specifying the type of sport, for example, "skier", "skater". Words denoting sportsmen are generally formed by adding the suffix "-er" to the name of sport:
boxer, cricketer, driver, footballer, golfer, jumper
(high jumper, long jumper), rider, runner, skater,
skier, swimmer, wrestler.
Note, however, that "jockey" is used in horse- racing. In some cases, however, there is no form with "-er," and "player" is added:
basket-ball player,    hockey    player,    ice-hockey
player, net-ball   player,    rugby   player,    tennis
player.
In a few cases the stem is modified:
athlete, cyclist, gymnast.

"Team"  is  used   in  the  following  expressions: school/college/university team
team, representing the school, etc.
If there is more than one team representing the institution, "first/second team" may be used, the first being the best. (See also "first eleven" at the end of this section.)
national team — сборная команда
team representing a country, consisting of the best players. "Combined team" is not used in this sense, and is not clear out of context.
England team — сборная Англии
team representing England English team
This may mean the same as "England team", that is, one consisting of the best players in England, or simply any team of Englishmen.
British team
team representing the whole of Britain French/German/Soviet team, etc. In the case of    foreign   countries   only the adjectival  form is used. It usually, although not  necessarily,  means  сборная  команда. Olympic team
team- representing a country in the Olympic Games. "Play for" is often used in the sense of "rep​resent", "be in the team".
e. g. a) He     plays      (football)      for     the/his school/university.
b)   He plays for Manchester United. Here "football" is implied by the use of a well-known football team.
c)   He used to play (cricket) for Warwick​shire/England.
Other verbs, such as "jump", "ride", "run", "swim", may be used with "for" in the same way. e. g. a) He has been selected to run for Britain
in the Olympics.
b) She swims for the university. Note: At Oxford and Cambridge those students who represent their university in some sport are awarded "a blue", that is, the right to wear a blue cap and scarf (dark blue for Oxford, light blue for Cambridge). This gives considerable social status. "Blue" occurs in such sentences: He won/got his blue. It may also denote a per​son who has won a blue: He was a cricket blue when he was in Oxford.
Cardinal numbers, corresponding to the num​ber of players, are sometimes used in the sense of "team".
e. g. a) He's in the first eleven.
(Meaning he's in the first cricket team of his
school/university, etc.)
b) The  England   fifteen  were  beaten  by Wales yesterday.  (Speaking of rugby.)

"Scores" is used as a noun and as a verb.
As a   noun   it   is   used    as follows:

— Three two (to England).

"Fan" is used of someone who is very keen on a particular sport (болельщик).

"Supporter" is often, although not always, used instead of "fan" with reference to a particular team,   as   opposed   to   a   particular   sport. e. g. a)  I'm an Arsenal supporter.

"Support" is also used in the sense of    болеть

Translating мастер спорта
In Britain there is no special award for sports​men comparable to мастер спорта. However, outstanding sportsmen may be awarded one of the honors to which people of any profession are eligible, for example, a knighthood.
Мастер спорта should therefore be transla​ted literally, as Master of Sport, bearing in mind that this needs an explanation for Eng​lish people.

Sports and games make our bodies strong, prevent us from getting too fat, and keep us healthy. But these are not their only uses. They give us valuable practice in making eyes, brain and muscles work together. In tennis, our eyes see the ball coming, judge its speed and direction and pass this information on to the brain. The brain then has to decide what to do, and to send its orders to the muscles of the arms, legs, and so on, so that the ball is met and hit back where it ought to go. All this must happen with very great speed, and only those who have had a lot of practice at tennis can carry out this complicated chain of events successfully. For those who work with their brains most of the day, the practice of such skills is especially useful.
Sports and games are also very useful for character-training. In their lessons at school, boys and girls may learn about such virtues as unselfishness, courage, discip​line and love of one's country; but what is learned in books cannot have the same deep effect on a child's character as what is learned by experience. The ordinary day-school cannot give much practical training in living, because most of the pupils' time is spent in classes, studying lessons. So it is what the pupils do in their spare time that really prepares them to take their place in society as citizens when they grow up. If each boy learns to work for his team and not for himself on the football field, he will later find it natural to work for the good of his country instead of only for his own benefit.

Sports in the Republic of Belarus
I
Belarusian people have practiced physical training for centuries in games, swimming, wrestling, riding and hunting. Such physical activities had a military or semi-military character because there were hundreds of wars on Belarusian soil during the past centuries1. 

For the first time physical training was included in the curriculum of military training due to the reforms of Peter the Great 2. Soon it began to appear in civilian grammar schools 3 and the first books on this subject were written. This led to the organization of civilian sports clubs at the end of the 19-th century. But several dozens of sports clubs couldn't solve the problem of physical education.
After the revolution the importance of physical training continued to grow. Military and physical training became compulsory for all men aged between 16 and 40. In 1931 with the introduction of GTO (Ready for Labor and Defense) 4 millions of young people began to test their abilities in swimming, skiing, elementary gymnastics.
Belarusian sports gained fresh impetus after the Great Patriotic War. Our athletes began to appear in international competitions.
II
There is a centralized system of management5 of physical education and sport in Belarus. Practically all organized regular athletic activities in Belarus are associated with 6 the Ministry for Sports and Tourism, regional and district sport committees and national sport federations.
Physical training is a compulsory subject on the curriculum of education in kindergartens, primary, secondary, technical and higher schools. The system of training top-class athletes consists of three types of schools: specialized sports schools for children and youth, colleges of Olympic reserves, and top class sports proficiency schools.7 The major centers of training highly qualified specialists in sports and physical education are the Belarusian State Academy of Physical Culture and the departments of physical education at regional universities.
Over 70 sports are cultivated in Belarus. The most popular are football, ice-hockey, basketball, handball, gymnastics, track-and field athletics, weight-lifting, boxing, wrestling and other sports.
Belarusian athletes have at their disposal a lot of stadiums, gyms, indoor and outdoor swimming pools, football fields, tennis courts and outdoor sports grounds. Such sports facilities as the Sports Palace, the Track-and-Field Athletic Palace, the Republican Equestrian Sports School "Ratomka" and the Olympic Complexes "Staiki and "Raubichi" near Minsk have won recognition of both Belarusian and foreign athletes 8.
It is quite natural that large-scale participation of Belarusians in sports activities has resulted in excellent achievements in the international sports arena. But recognition didn't come easy. At the 1952 Helsinki Olympics among the Soviet first-timers9 7 men represented Belarus. Mikhail Krivonosov, Timofei Lunyov, Mikhail Saltykov, Anatoli Yulin (track-and-Mikhailov (rowing). Their results were modest but the world learned about Belarusian athletes.
At present the performance of Belarusian athletes in the international arena testifies that Belarus is rich in sports talent. The Republic is proud of such sports stars as Mikhail Krivonosov (the first bronze Olympic medalist), Alexander Medved (three-tune Olympic champion, Vitaly Scherbo (six-time Olympic champion), Ivan Ivankov (European and World champion), Yekaterina Khodotovich (Olympic champion) and many others.
At the XXYI Summer Olympics Belarusian athletes performed as a national team for the first time. Their debut became a new victorious page10 in the sports history of the young Belarusian state.

“Staiki Olympic Sports Complex”

The name "Staiki" immediately calls to mind a sports and dwelling
complex covering 26 hectares in a wonderful forest on a bank of a lake 18 km away from Minsk known far beyond Belarus'. It has excellent indoor and outdoor top-class sports facilities, offers good accommodation and meals to athletes.
But some 25-30 years ago one could hardly find anybody who knew the place. Before 1947
There was practically nothing there. In the summer of 1947 a few tents appeared near the village Staiki and Belarusian athletes were getting ready for the Moscow National sports parade in its fields. Everybody liked the place and the Government took a decision to begin construction work in the area. In 1956 there were only some brick houses and a "hand games" stadium2 in Staiki.
By 1962 a club-canteen, two indoor gymnasiums, health rehabilitation centre and a hotel accommodating 260 people had been built. Up to 1969 the sports camp received athletes only in summer which was naturally not enough3 and the idea came to turn it into a round-the-year Belarusian training camp 4.Some best teams first gathered in Staiki in 1970. Women volleyball players, fencers, tree-style and Greco-Roman wrestlers were training for the coming competitions5. Wrestlers' success at the XX Munich Olympic Games made Staiki still more popular and the Sports Committee passed a resolution to make it an Olympic sports camp.
Today the motto of the sports centre "Staiki" is simple; "Your satisfaction is what counts". Everything is at hand here7: a canteen, cafe, library with a reading hall, cinema, and concert halls, fully equipped fitness rooms and rehabilitation centre. Sports facilities are up-to-date and well-equipped. It welcomes visitors both to high-level training and leisure or holiday stays8

Football is the most popular game in England; one has only to go to one of the important matches to see this. Rich and poor, young and old, one can see them all there, shouting and cheering for one side or the other.

Text B. FOOTBALL IN THE USA
In the USA football is the most popular sport in autumn. The game originated as a college sport more than seventy-five years ago. It is still played by almost every college and university in the country. The game is not the same as European football or soccer. In American football there are eleven players in each team, and they are dressed in padded uniforms and helmets' because the game is rough and injuries are likely to occur. The object of the game is to carry or forward pass (that is, throw from one person to another) the ball across the opponent's goal, or scoring line.2
The team with the ball has four chances, called 'downs', to gain a minimum of 10 yards. If the team is unsuccessful, the ball is turned over to the opposing team, which has four chances to advance the ball the minimum 10-yard distance. Football is so popular, and the urge to win is so keen, that3 many colleges actively seek outstanding players for their student body.
Attendances at football games are so large that it is not unheard-of for a college or university to finance its entire athletic program from ticket sales.
There are professional football teams in nearly all the major cities of the United States. Their players are almost always former college football players. The number of spectators at professional football games is larger than at college games, because the professional players, quite naturally, are more skilled and perform more spectacularly.

Text C. RUGBY UNION FOOTBALL
Rugby Union Football is a strictly amateur game1, played chiefly in England, Scotland, Ireland, Wales, New Zealand, South Africa, Australia, France, Japan, Romania, Canada, Argentina, Italy and in at least 50 other countries.
The early history of the game belongs to England. It was developed at Rugby School, taken up by the under​graduates at Cambridge and Oxford. In London it was given its original governing body2 the Rugby Football Union, from which it took its full title.
Rugby Union Football is a ball game, played between teams of 15-a-side, in which the ball may be handled as well as kicked. It is played on a rectangular field with an inflated ball that is oval in shape.3
The object of the game is to score more points than your opponents. Points are awarded for goals and also for tries;4 A try is scored if the ball is carried or kicked over the defending team's goal line and is there touched down by a member of the attacking team.
The field is usually 100m long and 68 т wide. At each end of the field two goal posts are erected 5-6 т apart, joined by a crossbar 3.048 т from the ground. The goal posts are extended upwards above the level of the crossbar, usually to a total height of at least 7.62 m. This is because, in order to score a goal, the ball must be kicked, by means of a place kick or a drop kick, above the crossbar and between the posts. A place kick5 is made by kicking the ball after it has been placed on the ground for that purpose.
A drop kick6 is made by letting the ball fall from the hands to the ground and kicking it at the first rebound7 as it rises. There is also a rectangular area behind the goal line, usually 23 by 68 m, in which tries are scored. The field is marked out in whiting.
According to the laws of the game, the field must be grass covered, or clay or sand, provided the surface is not of dangerous hardness.
In the British Isles, the birthplace of the game, Rugby is usually played on grass whose soil has been softed by rain.                    
Players wear jerseys, shorts, stockings, and studded boots. They may wear soft leather helmets to protect their heads and ears, and leather pads to protect their shins.8
The game is controlled by a referee who carries a whistle arid moves about the field, closely following the play. He is helped by two touch-judges whose duties are confined to indicating the spot at which the ball has crossed the touch line9 and to indicating that an attempt to kick a goal has been successful or unsuccessful. The touch-judges do not come on to the field.
Play is usually divided into two halves of 40 minutes each. The players change ends at the halftime interval which is not allowed to last for more than 5 minutes.
The 15 players in a team are usually divided into 8 forwards, 2 half-backs, 4 three-quarters, and 1 full-back.
The ball may be kicked in any direction, but it must not be passed or knocked forward with the hand. A player carrying the ball may be tackled by an opponent, who is allowed to knock him with his shoulder and to grip him with his arms so as to bring him to the ground, but it is illegal to impede anyone who is not carrying the ball.
Numerically, the most profitable way of obtaining points is by touching down the ball beyond the opponents' goal line for a try. The try itself is worth 4 points and it gives the right to the scorer's team to take a place kick or a drop kick at goal which, if it goes over the crossbar and between the posts, brings a further 2 points, making 6 in all. The kick at goal after a try, known as a conversion, has to be taken from a spot in-field in line with the place where the try was scored.
One of the charms of the Rugby Union game is the infinite variety10 of its possible tactics.

Text D. FOUR-BALL SOCCER
Four-Ball Soccer was developed for elementary physical education classes as a new game activity to be played outdoors during the winter. The game quickly became a popular noon-time2 and free-time activity. Students of the Military Heights Elementary School helped make the rules and develop a playing design.3
Designed for third grade up, it accommodated4 large numbers (from 12 to 48 players) and provided action for all. It provides each player the opportunity to develop hand-eye-foot coordination, agility, balance, flexibility, endurance, motor-planning skills, and teamwork and socialization skills.
Equipment. Four soccer balls, four goal markers, any open space.
Play Area. The area of play may be any size, but should be governed by size line boundaries and end lines. A center line marks the middle of the field. A semi-circle with a radius of 24 feet marks the goalie's area and surrounds the goal markers which are placed 15 feet apart.
Players. Four players from each team serve as goalies, staying in the goalie box. The goalies may use both hands and feet to stop the ball and to throw or punt it down the field. All other players on the team may move into any area of the playing field. Their responsibility is to advance, the ball into the opponent's half of the field and kick it through the goal. These players may use any part of their body except their hands or arms to propel the ball.- ^ и
Procedure. To initiate play, the balls are placed on the center line. Two players from each team kick the balls to the opposing field to begin to play. A player may advance any ball he/she wishes toward the opponent's goal- area.
When a goal is made, the ball that crossed the goal line is returned by a player to the center of the field and kicked off again, the other three balls remaining in play.
Play is stopped only if a player other than the goalie touches the ball with the hands or arms. When this violation occurs5, a free kick is awarded to the opposing team at the point of a foul.
A ball kicked out of bounds is brought back to the playing area by an opponent.
The game has few and simple rules, which is as it should be. The simplicity of the rules enables the players to officiate the game as they play. A referee generally is not needed.                        
Scoring. Although points may be counted for goals, this option game is seldom used. Students are generally too preoccupied keeping the ball in play to make an issue of the score. This factor also contributes to the success of this child-directed activity.

Text E. BASEBALL
Baseball is called the great American sport. It was first played in this country over one hundred years ago. Now most of the large cities in the United States have baseball teams. Nearly all high schools and colleges have baseball teams, too. Thousands of people go to see baseball games, and many, many thousand more people listen to the games which are broadcast by radio. Some people watch the games on television. Everyone has heard of the World Series, which is played every autumn.
A baseball team is made up of nine players. Six of the players play within or near the diamond.2 The pitcher3 stands near the center of the diamond. The catcher4 stands just back of the home plate. The first baseman plays near the first base, the second baseman stands near the second base, and the third baseman stands near the third base. The shortstop plays somewhere between the second and third base, a little distance back from the line of the diamond. Three players play some distance out back of the diamond so that they can get a hard-hit ball5 that goes far out in the field. These players are called fielders.
When the nine players of a team are in these positions, the team is in the field. When one team is in the field, the opposing team is at bat. The batter stands to one side of the home plate so that he can hit a ball that is pitched6 over the home plate.
The umpire is the judge of the players in the game. Sometimes there is more than one umpire in a game. If there are two umpires, one stands behind the pitcher at the beginning of the game. He may move from this place so that he can watch the runners on bases. The other umpire stands behind the catcher and calls the strikes. If a ball does not go over the home plate, or if it is too high or too low for the batter to hit it, the umpire calls it a ball. A batter is not supposed to strike at a ball that is not pitched in the right place. After a batter has four balls, he may walk to the first base.
Baseball is played in innings.8 One inning is played when each team has had a turn at bat and there are three outs on each side. Nine innings make a game. In case of a tie, ten innings may be played, or until the tie9 is broken.

 Text F. NETBALL
Netball is a game of comparatively recent origin1, which was introduced into England from the USA, as the indoor game of basketball in 1895.
Netball is a seven-a-side ball game2 played almost entirely by girls and women and mainly in English-speak​ing countries. A simple, high-scoring game requiring a small court area with a hard surface , it follows similar principles and contains the same basic pattern as Asso​ciation Football, Hockey and the various types of Handball played in Scandinavia and other parts of Europe. It has as its aim, therefore, the scoring of goals by means of gaining and retaining possession of the ball until such time as the scoring members of the team, against opposition, can throw the ball through the ring on a 10 ft (3.048 m) post which serves as the goal. All teams and associations play to the code of rules laid down4 by the International Federation of Women's Netball Associations.
The game is of an hour's duration5, the time being divided into four equal playing periods, with a short interval between each. The team scoring most goals is the winner. Although the game is fast-moving and spectacular between two evenly matched teams6, the high rate of spring leaves the final result in little doubt when the teams are not equally matched. For this reason, the game cannot be included among the most popular spectator sports, although matches between top-level teams sometimes attract crowds of ten thousand or more.
The court is small, being only 100 ft long and 50 ft wide (30.48m X 15.24m), and is marked with lines painted in any clearly distinguishable colour7, or laid with adhesive tape.8 It is divided into three equal areas, with a semi-circle at either end facing the goal line and a small circle in the centre. 
The ring, 15 in. (381 mm) in diameter, is provided with a net open at both ends. The ball is between 27 and 28in. (68—71cm) in circumference and between 14 and 16 oz (397—454g) in weight.
A netball side (team) consists of a goal shooter, goal attack, wing attack, centre, wing defense, goal defense, and goalkeeper, each of whom plays in limited areas of the court.
The term "offside" does not mean the same in netball as in other ball games where the term is used. A netball player is offside if she enters any area other than that assigned to her position, whether she holds the ball or not. To enter an area means to land on, or touch with any part of the body, the ground beyond the line bounding the playing area.
The game is started by a centre pass, the team that wins the toss having the choice of making the first centre pass or selecting the goal they will attack during the first period.
The umpire blows the whistle to start the game when the centre making the pass is in the small circle in the middle of the court, and her opponent is in the centre third. All the players start in their own playing areas in that part of the goal -third in which they line up9. They are free to move, but, until the whistle is blown, only in that area.
The ball is thrown in any manner from player to player. A goal is scored by throwing the ball above and through the ring on the goal post from any spot within the shooting circle.
Netball is a throwing and catching game, and strict rules disallow10 other ways of using the ball, such as kicking, rolling, striking, throwing or tossing it to oneself to make a double catch. A player may not carry the ball down the court as in Rugby football, or run while bouncing the ball as in a basketball dribble. Once having clearly caught the ball, a player must obey the footwork rule, and throw the ball within three seconds of catching it.
In netball no player is allowed to make an attacking movement down the court with the ball in her possession or make an attempt to score. Attacking is a team effort. One player is dependent upon another to progress the ball to the goal.
A netball match is refereed by two umpires each of whom is responsible for half the court. For this purpose the length of the court is divided across the centre from side line to side line. The umpires' decisions are final and given without appeal.
No substitutes are allowed in netball, except to replace any player who has to retire through accident or illness". No extra time is allowed except to take or complete a penalty shot, if awarded before the time signal.
In the early days of netball it was played almost entirely at school level, by 1970 the All-England Netball Association had approximately 900 clubs and 2,000 second-dray schools affiliated to it12.

Text G. HURLING
Hurling, the fastest of all team games, is played with sticks and a ball. It is still the national game in Ireland but is also popular in many other areas.
The object of the game is to drive the relatively small ball with the broad-bladed stick through goal posts erected2 at opposite ends of a playing pitch3 usually 137 m long and 82 m wide.
The goal posts stand 6—4 т apart in the centre of the end lines and are usually 21 ft high.
There is a crossbar 2—4 m from the ground, and a goal, equal to 3 points, is awarded when the ball is driven between the goal posts and under the crossbar. A point is scored4 when the ball is driven between the posts but over the crossbar.
The wooden hurler or caman5 is usually 1.07 т long in the handle, varying a little to suit the height of the individual player, and has a crooked blade which is some 7.6 cm across at its broadest.
The popular wood for hurlers is ash.
The ball may be from 22.9 to 25.4 cm in circumference and from 100 to 130 g in weight.
The ball, when in play, may not be lifted off the ground with the hand. It must be raised with the hurler, and may then be struck direct on the volley6 or half-volley, or may be caught in the hand. The quick and deft lifting of the ball with the stick is an art in itself. The ball may be caught when in the air, and may be struck with the hand, or kicked. But a player who catches the ball may not throw it, nor may he carry it in the hand for more than three paces. A player is permitted, however, to run with the ball balanced, or hopping, on the blade of the stick for as far as he wishes, or as far as the opposition permits. This tactic, the solo run, is another distinctive feature of the game.
When the ball crosses the side line, a free stroke is given, at the point where it crossed. If the ball is turned wide of the posts, and over the end line, by a defender, the attacking side is awarded a free stroke from a line 64 т out at a point opposite to where the ball crossed the line. If a defender fouls inside the 21-yard (19.2 m) line, a free stroke is awarded on that line to the attacking side at a point opposite where the foul took place. If the ball is sent wide of the goal by the attacking side, it is "packed" from the goal area by one of the defenders. Such goal-pucks often travel more than 100yd (91m).
The goal area, a parallelogram 13.7 by 4.6 m based on the end line directly in front of the posts, is forbidden territory to attackers, unless the ball has arrived there before them. If the defense is awarded a free stroke inside the parallelogram, opposing players must stand outside the 12.8 m line until the ball is struck.
Teams consist of a goalkeeper, six defenders, two mid-field players, and six forwards.
All games last for 60 minutes or 80 minutes. Sixty-mi​nute games are divided into halves of 30 minutes, with the teams changing sides at the interval. In 80-minute matches, the teams play 40 minutes each way.
The basic skills of hurling are: 1) the ability to control and direct the ball both on the ground and in the air; 2) the power to drive the ball far and accurately; 3) the ability to stop the ball in flight and flick it away from an opponent's stick; 4) dexterity in avoiding an opponent's stick when players clash in their endeavors to secure8 or drive the ball.

Text H. THE CRICKET SEASON
Do you know how to play cricket? If you don't live in England, Australia, New Zealand, South Africa or the West India you won't learn it in school. If you don't spend at least five summers in England you'll never understand the game.
English people love cricket. Summer isn't summer without it. Every Sunday morning from May to the end of September many Englishmen get up very early, and their wives make large piles of sandwiches. These are necessary because the games are very long. Games between counties, for example Lancashire and Sussex, last for three days. Games between two village teams last for only one afternoon. Games between two countries, called "Test Matches" last for five days.
If you play cricket you must wear white: a white shirt, long white trousers (these are called "flannels"), a white pullover and white boots. Players often wear two or three pullovers because the weather can be very cold in summer. Players from the West India sometimes wear three or four pullovers, because their weather is much better than ours.
There are two teams. One team must bat1 and the other team must field. When the first team finishes batting the second team must begin. At the beginning of the game, the players stand in the pavilion, and then the "fielding" team walks out. All the players have their hands in their pockets. Then the batting team sends out its first two batsmen. They must hit2 the ball and run. Around the cricket field is a white line called the "boundary", and if the batsman can hit the ball as far as this he scores four "runs". If he can hit the ball into the crowd he scores six runs. If he knocks out one of the spectators he must walk over and apologize to the unfortunate man's wife.
Cricket is not like baseball. In baseball there is only one man who throws the ball. He is called the "pitcher". In cricket there can be seven or eight "bowlers" who take it in turns3. There are different types.4 Some are big and strong, with a lot of black hair and faces like criminals. They are called "fast bowlers". They try to frighten the batsman by throwing the ball to a short good-looking man with blond hair. He is the "slow bowler". He runs and bowls very slowly so that the batsman will get bored5 and go to sleep. When the batsman is asleep, it is very easy to "get him out"6.
The batsman must all the time guard his "wicket"7, three rather ridiculous pieces of wood which are pushed into the ground. The fielders all have wonderful names, such as "square leg", "gully" and "silly mid-off". "Silly-mid-off" must stand very near the batsman, and very often the ball hits him on the head and he goes to hospital for an X-ray. The following week he returns and stands in the same place. That's why we call him "silly".
Foreigners often think that cricket is very boring, but I don't agree. On a nice summer's day it is very nice to sit by the side of a cricket field and quietly go to sleep It's the only sport in the world where you can have a good time without watching one minute of the game.

FROM THE HISTORY OF THE OLYMPIC GAMES
The Olympic Games are the oldest competition. They were originated by the Greeks long before our era.
While the origin of the Olympic Games is not known exactly, there is a historical record of the ancient games beginning in 776 B. C. Thereafter' they were held at four year intervals until 393 A. D., when they were abolished by the Roman emperor Theodosius after Greece had lost its independence. The ancient Olympiad was a festive time. For a period of about a month poets, sculptors, artists and historians made Olympia a cultural center; At first the program was confined to one day and consisted only of a single event — a race the length of the stadium Then a race of a half mile was added and later — an endurance race2. Afterwards additional races, the discus throw, the javelin throw, the long jump, boxing, wrestling, the pentathlon, chariot racing and other events were added and the duration, including the religious ceremonies, was extended to seven days.3
Women were not allowed as competitors or spectators. Women got on the Olympic program after World War I, in a time of women's rights legislation in all fields.
Before the contests opened all the competitors and their families, the trainers and the judges swore a solemn oath4 to keep the competition clean and fair and to give just decisions.5
The games occupied such an important position in the life of Greece that time was measured by the four-year interval between them — an "Olympiad". The greatest honor then to be attained by any Greek was the winning of the simple branch of wild olive given to a victor in the games Kings competed alongside commoners; even the Roman emperor Nero sought Olympic honours.6 Winners became national heroes, musicians sang their praise and sculptors preserved their strength and beauty in marble. Their feats of skill and courage were recorded7 by the poets and writers of the time. The gracefulness and sportsmanship of the contestant and the method of winning were esteemed equally with8 the victory itself.
The earliest recorded Olympic champion is Coroibos of Olis, winner of an olive wreath in the stadium race of 170 m in 776 B. C. A long jump of 7.05 m by Chionis of .Sparta in the seventh century B. C. is a performance comparable with present-day club standards, though Chionis probably propelled himself with the aid of weights, a device not permitted by modern rules. Milon of Croton won six wrestling titles between 540 and 516 В. С.
After nearly 300 Olympiads the Roman Emperor Theodosius banned the Games. In 1896, after a lapse of 1,500 years, the Games were revived in Athens, Greece, and have been staged every four years since, except for interruptions caused by World War I and II. It was due to the efforts of the Baron Pierre de Coubertin (1853—1937) of France, a brilliant educator and scholar but not a athlete, that the Olympic games were revived.
He summoned an international conference at the Sorbonne, Paris, in 1894. Russia was among the 12 countries which decided, at an international congress on sports in 1894, to revive the Olympic Games and found the International Olympic Committee. Its representative was elected one of the 14 IOC members. The Winter Olympics were born in 1924 at Chamonix, France. Russian compe​titors have been competing in the Olympic Games since 1908.

MODERN OLYMPIC GAMES
On June 23, 1894, a meeting held in a lecture hall of the Sorbonne University, in Paris, unanimously approved. a suggestion that the ancient Olympic Games should be revived in modern form.
The initiative which brought about the modern Olympic revival came from the French aristocrat, Baron Pierre de Coubertin, whose educational theories about the value of harmonizing physical with mental development' were similar to the Greek concept. Troubled by the growing commercialism of nineteenth-century sport, de Coubertin visualized the inauguration of an amateur championship for the world's sportsmen. Accordingly, at a congress in Paris of 13 nations over which he presided in 1894, it was resolved that "sports competitions should be held every fourth year on the lines of the Greek Olympic Games and every nation should be invited to participate".
Russia stood at the very cradle of the modern Olympic movement. General Alexei Butovsky, a representative of Russia, took part in the work of the Constituent Olympic Congress held in 1894 in the Sorbonne and he was one of the 14 delegates from 13 countries who were the first members of the International Olympic Committee.
Butovsky devoted his whole life to the physical education of young people. He strongly supported Pierre de Cou-bertin's endeavors. "The idea of international games is a splendid one", he wrote. "It meets an urgent need of mankind today, the need for the physical and moral revival of the younger generation". Analyzing the results of the First Olympics in his article entitled "The 1896 Olympic Games" Coubertin made special mention of Butovsky’s role in reviving the Olympic Games.
Of the 13 nations who attended the Paris conference and 21 others who sent written support, only 12 were represented in Athens, the scene of the 1st Olympic Games in 1896. The Pan-Athenaic Stadium of Herodis, a 2,000-year old ruin, was restored in white marble, but its elongated shape meant that the 400-metres circuit had excessively sharp turns.2 The nine sports on the program were cycling, fencing, gymnastics, lawn tennis, shooting, swimming, track-and-field athletics, weight-lifting and wrestling.
The 1st Athens Olympics were participated in by 285 athletes from 12 countries. The Greek shepherd Lewis who won the first modern marathon became a national hero — feted in restaurants and presented with free ser​vice in stores and barber shops.4 With its close links to Greek history, the marathon has always been the star event4 of successive Olympic meetings and, it retains this position today.
The first Olympic marathon of the modern era was won in the time of 2 hrs. 58 min. 50 sec. The 2nd Olympics opened the 20th century in Paris and the 3rd were held in St. Louis, United States, in 1904. The 4th were held in London in 1908 and the 5th in Stockholm in 1912.
Each successive Olympiad saw more nations and more athletes participating. The 6th Olympics, which were to have been held in Berlin, were cancelled because of the outbreak of World War I. The 7th Olympiad was held in Antwerp.
The 2nd Olympics were held in Paris, but were over​shadowed completely by a giant international exposition being held at the same time. The marathon race, which wound through the twisted streets of the old city, was won by a bakery delivery boy5 whom many still suspect of taking a short cut.6
The St. Louis Olympics were almost entirely an Ameri​can affair — only 66 foreign athletes participated. There was also a sensation in the marathon event when it was found that the winner had accepted a lift in an automobile' during the race.
It was the London Olympics of '908 which really put the Olympic Games on the international map for the first time. Again, the marathon was marked by an incident, when the winner collapsed just before finishing and was helped across the line by officials.8 He was disqualified and the man who came second was declared the winner. The marathon almost invariably is the most colorful event in the Games. In the Stockholm Olympics, a runner died after passing the finishing line.
When the 7th Olympics were held, Antwerp, the host city was still recovering from the effects of war. Neverthe​less, 2,600 athletes from 29 countries participated.
The 8th Olympiad was held in Paris, the 9th in Amster​dam, the 10th in Los Angeles, and the 11th in Berlin. The Berlin Olympiad was the biggest held before the war.
The 12th Olympics had been scheduled for Tokyo, but had to be suspended because of World War II. The 13th Olympics were similarly cancelled because of the war and it was not until 1948 that war-torn London played host9 to 4,500 athletes from 59 countries — about half the independent nations of the world at that time.
In 1952 the Helsinki Olympics had a special significance. Soviet athletes took part in the 15th Games.
The 16th Olympiad was held in Melbourne, the 17th in Rome, the 18th in Tokyo, the 19th in Mexico, the 20th in Munich, the 21st in Montreal, the 22nd in Moscow, the 23d in Seoul.

THE OLYMPIC OATH
"In the name of all competitors I promise that we will take part in these Olympic Games, respecting and abiding by the rules4 which govern them, in the true spirit of sportsmanship, for the glory of sport and the honor of our teams"5. For the first time the Olympic Oath rang out at the opening ceremony of the Olympic Games in the Belgian city of Antwerp (1920). The idea of the reviving the ancient tradition of pronouncing an oath of allegiance6 to the Olympic ideals was Pierre de Coubertin's.
THE OLYMPIC FLAG
The Olympic flag, a white silk square with five inter​secting rings embroidered on it in blue, yellow, black, green and red, was raised for the first time at the Games opening ceremony in the Belgian city of Antwerp (1920).
The idea behind it was simple: the five rings repre​sented the five continents, the six colors (including the white background of the panel) represented the national colors of all countries without exception.
OLYMPIC AWARD
From 1896 the medal (gold, silver and bronze) became the sole official Olympic award. At the first Games in 1896 sportsmen contested medals in 12 events. At the 1980 Games the men competed in 24 disciplines and the women, in 14.
OLYMPIC CHAMPION
The title of Olympic champion is the only sporting title that is awarded for life. The prefix "ex" cannot be added to a sportsman's name that has been inscribed in gold in the Olympic chronicle: there are no ex-champions of the Olympic Games and never will be. Every four years new names of victors appear in the. Eternal Book of Olympic history to continue the list begun by the great sportsmen in 1896. And in this list more than 700 sportsmen from the Soviet Union occupy their rightful place among the athletes from different countries of the world.

OLYMPIC MEDALS
Olympic awards have had a history of their own. What kinds of awards were given to champions in ancient times? In the beginning it was some sort of valuable gift1, usually a domestic animal. Then the victor was given a trophy: a slave girl plus a large 22-measure goblet. Second place finishers were awarded a six-year-old mare with a pack mule thrown in.
The awards system was changed starting with the Sixth Olympiad (of ancient times). A laurel wreath2 came to be the official prize at all competitions. In addition, other honors were awaiting the victor. First of all, not only the winner, but his whole town or village was pro​claimed champion. Later the victor was presented with valuable gifts, and his name was written in the columns standing in Olympia.
From 1896 on the medal (gold, silver and bronze) became the sole official Olympic award. But at the First Olympiad in Athens the famous runner received not only a well-deserved gold medal3 and became a national hero, he was also given a house as a gift from the Greek king and a restaurateur offered him free dinner at his establi​shment for the rest of his life4.
The first medal in modern Olympic competition was presented on April 6, 1896 to the American track-and-field athlete James Brenden Connolly for a triple jump of 13.71 meters.
The first woman to win an Olympic medal was the tennis player Charlotte Cooper in Paris in 1900.

OLYMPIC FLAME
Fire has always had a great attraction for people. In antiquity a sacred fire of embers was kept burning in honor of Hestia, the goddess of the home and guardian of peace. The Olympic flame tradition also originated in ancient Greece where during the Olympic Games the honor of reviving the flame belonged to the winners of the previous games. In such a way the flame became a bridge symboli​cally uniting different generations.1
This old tradition was revived in the 20th century. In our days the Olympic flame is the symbol of peace, friendship and mutual understanding between nations, and its lighting signifies the start of a grand sport festival for all the well-wishing nations. This has been so for decades, and was repeated again at the opening of the 22nd Olympic Games in Moscow in 1980.
On June 19, 1980; exactly one month before the opening of the Games of the 22nd Olympiad in Moscow, the traditional ceremony of lighting the Olympic torch took place in ancient Olympia.
From the ancient stadium of Olympia a narrow avenue of cypresses leads to the Coubertin memorial park and ends at a circular area cut into the body of the hill2. In the centre is the Coubertin stela. Beneath its cold marble rests the heart of the founder of the Olympic Games,3 as he willed it. The ceremony of laying wreaths at the stela is the prologue to the festivities. After a minute of silence a drum begins to beat, symbolizing, as it were, the heartbeats of the famous Frenchman.
The sun is at its height.4 Envoys from Olympic Moscow, the organizers of the ceremony, local inhabitants and thousands of tourists are all waiting for the main event. The producer of the ceremony Maria Hors, head choreog​rapher at a lycée for Greek girls in Athens, bangs the tambourine. Reed pipes begin to play. Young priestesses in long robes emerge from a niche in the ruined temple of Hera. They form a circle round the altar, next to which is a curved mirror5 and the first torch of the 1980 Olympics. 
Inspired and majestic, the High Priestess6, played by the Greek actress Maria Moscholiou, lights the Olympic Flame from the scorching rays of the sun. The first torch-bearer7 receives the torch and an olive branch from her hands. The High Priestess sends him on his way with the words: "The rays of Phoebe have lit the sacred torch. Its flame, borne to the stadium in Moscow, will cast its light on the noble and peaceful competitions of the peoples of the whole world!"
The Olympic flame relay8 from ancient Olympia to Moscow, the host city of the Games of the 22nd Olympiad, lasted one month. About 5,000 runners carried the flaming torch on the roads of Greece, Bulgaria, Romania and the Soviet Union, and brought it to the V. I. Lenin Central Stadium on July 19, to announce the beginning of the 22nd Olympic Games.

FOREIGN PLAYERS IN BRITAIN
British football has changed a lot recently. One of the biggest changes is the large number of foreign footballers who play for British teams. Perhaps the best foreign player is the Italian center forward Gia Franco Zola, who has played for Chelsea since 1996.
Zola's team, Chelsea, has more foreign players than any other British club. Some people think that this is bad for English football and destroys the chances of young English players. But other people say that the foreign players bring new ideas, new way of playing and new attitude that help young English players to improve their game.
The Chelsea fans love him for his brilliant football and for his humor. He helped Chelsea to win the English FA (Football Association) Cup in 1997 and he was British player of the year in 1997. However, he is a modest man who doesn't like to talk about his achievements.
Zola is a player who has adapted well to life in England. He says, «Of course, my friends and family are in Italy, so certainly there are things that I miss. But I have to say that in London I am finding things that make me think rarely of Italy1».
Like a lot of foreign players2, Zola enjoys the challenge playing3 in a different country. He says, «I believe that there is a certain quality that is very important in England: above all, you have to know how to use your qualities to serve the team».
