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Abstract. This article contains an analysis of the consequences of the
establishment of the autocephalous Orthodox Church of Ukraine (OCU), the
recognition of which was announced in the Tomos of the Ecumenical
(Constantinople) Patriarch on January 5, 2019. After the change of power in
Ukraine as a result of the Euromaidan protests in 2014, there was a
consolidation of the ruling elites in support of the autocephalous movement.
However, the recognition of the independence and self-governance of the
OCU, created as a result of the merger of the Kiev Patriarchate (KP) and the
Ukrainian Autocephalous Orthodox Church (UAOC), did not solve the
problem of divisions in the Ukrainian Orthodoxy. In more than three years
after the issuing of the Tomos, there are still two large parallel jurisdictions
in Ukraine — the UOC MP (recognized throughout the Orthodox world) and
the OCU (partially recognized), as well as a small number of parishes within
the Kiev Patriarchate. The regional disparities in the number of believers in
the UOC MP and OCU still exist, as well as significant regional differences
in attitudes towards the Tomos of autocephaly (65% of support in the west
of the country compared to 10.7% in the east). The most numerous
jurisdiction (UOC MP) has been discriminated, including in connection with
the amendments to the Law on Freedom of Conscience and Religious
Organizations, adopted in December 2018 — January 2019.
