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In this article such problems as the relationships between tsars’ power and the dissidence of the Russian Orthodox
Church are investigated. During the research the author makes a conclusion that in the second half of XIX — at the begin-
ning of XX centuries tsarism made a radical review of its attitude to schism. The official authorities aimed to get rid of a
former adversary and at the same time to find a reliable associate with a help of giving to schism the right to exist as an
independent religion. A steady alliance between tsarism and old believers’ minority permitted to increase the efficiency of
the government’s policy on the territory of Belarus
